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This week, we are experiencing two religious occasions, observed by specific faith

communities. The first is the Holy Month of Ramadan which we introduced in our

previous Bulletin. We want to issue a correction to confirm that the observance of

Ramandan is a religious obligation for Muslims.

The second religious occasion is the Christian Festival of Easter.

Irish Easter tradition stems from the Christian story of the death of Jesus Christ on

Good Friday and of Easter as the time of his Resurrection. As in most predominantly

Catholic countries, this period begins with Lent,  the 40 days of fast and abstinence

leading up to Easter Sunday. This time begins with Ash Wednesday, when the faithful

are anointed with ashes and during Lent people are required to give something up as

an act of penance. The Sunday before Easter is Palm Sunday, when palm leaves are

hung to mark Christ's entrance into Jerusalem and the Friday before Easter is called

Good Friday.

Central Statistics  Office- Well-being Information Hub

This indicator is calculated based on an alternative measure of equivalised income,
excluding the total rent paid and mortgage interest. The total rent paid includes
housing supports such as the Housing Assistance Payment (HAP), Rent
Supplement, Rental Assistance Scheme (RAS) which are included in the
household income. Any person with an equivalised income after rent and
mortgage interest of less than 60% of the median before rent and mortgage
interest is considered at risk of poverty after rent and mortgage interest (i.e. the
same threshold is used for calculating the rate before and after rent and mortgage
interest is deducted).
